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CREATING A CLASSROOM AGENDA

Running an effective classroom is much like running an effective meeting, as observed by Sharon
Hamilton, English professor, IUPUI. When planning a meeting you determine what topics must
be discussed, what tasks the participants need to accomplish , and what steps need to be taken to
accomplish these tasks. Next you determine how long each task will take and plan the meeting
accordingly. “Your experience tells you that a well-planned agenda often results in a well-executed
meeting,” states Ms. Hamilton. She continues to say that an agenda can be prepared for the class
either in written form as a handout, written on the board as the class progresses, or as a
combination of the two.

Objectives for the class: Focuses the class and you on what is to be accomplished.

Outline of major topics for discussion: A place to make the connections between the
objectives and discussions clear for the students.

Approximate time for each topic: Allows extra time for lively discussions but helps keep
everyone on track.

Opportunities to check understanding: Plan to check your students’ understanding after
talking about two or three difficult concepts to safeguard against confusion later.

The one-minute essay: Students write or apply what they just discussed then share it with
another student; differences are discussed and questions addressed.

The one-minute chat session: Pair up students and allow them to discuss the concept in
their own words or apply it to a new situation or problem.

Follow-up for retention and extension: This can be accomplished through reading or
writing assignments, “an entry into new work,” or through a variety of other tasks. By making
connections between the class work and the follow-up work, students are able to see the
importance of homework assignments.

Closure: Prior to the end of class, revisit your objectives. Ask the students to either write
about the objectives or write down any questions they may have about the concepts discussed
and respond to these questions at the beginning of the next class meeting.

The benefits: Sharon Hamilton notes that the benefits are many and include “explicit
connections between each class, recapitulation of important concepts from previous classes,
opportunities to clarify potential confusion, a strong signal to students that confusion is a
necessary part of learning and that students’ questions play a significant role in the learning
of the entire class.”

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THE ECAMPUS 9 TRANSITION

The first look at eCampus 9 revealed a similar yet more straightforward new version. What was once a
long complicated journey to get from point A to point B has now been truncated to a nice, clean straight
line. The interface appears to be much more user-friendly and easier to navigate. There are several
changes which make eCapmus 9 a great improvement:

Drag and drop modules: The home page, course menu, control panel, and other areas are now able
to be moved around and altered easily and quickly to achieve the desired result.

Hide/Show button: One button at the top of the home page allows the instructor to easily toggle
between instructor and student views.

Simple renaming, deleting, or hiding: A simple right-click allows the instructor to change the name
of a menu item, delete or hide it.

‘Visible’ hidden items: When a menu item is hidden a gray box appears next to the item to show it is
hidden to the student.

Subheadings: Subheadings may be created to label a set of course menu items and make them stand
out from the others.

Dividers: Dividers may be created to further separate the subheadings and areas from other areas on
the course menu.

Adding content: Very similar, the menus look different but everything you need is easily accessible.
